Did you know… archaeological evidence of ‘Viking’ northmen exists…
In Denmark, Sweden and Norway as their homelands
In Britain, Ireland, Greenland, Iceland, Normandy (France),  Rus (modern day Russia/Belarus) and even Newfoundland (Canada) as settlements.
Further evidence of trading and raids places the Vikings in Portugal, Spain & Italy, and as far as Afghanistan along the Silk Roads. Their trades here even show links to the Far East!
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Explanation
Viking
From the Norse word ‘to go Viking’ meaning to go on a journey or exploration, often by sea and with the intention of raiding. 
Anglo-Saxon
Settlers into Britain from mainland Europe who dominated by the 5th century. Britain was divided into various Anglo-Saxon kingdoms.
Archaeology
The study of human history through artefacts.
Raid vs. Trade
Raids were short attacks designed to steal goods. Trading created links to buy and sell as part of their travels.
Longship
The Viking ships that allowed extensive travel.
Valhöll
A Norse word meaning ‘hall of the fallen’, this was essentially heaven for warriors. In Victorian Britain this became known as Valhalla. 
Odin
A Norse God, worshipped by ‘Vikings’.
Valkyrie
Norse female spirits, sent to the battlefields to taken the fallen to Valhöll.
Danelaw
Land in the East of England dominated by Vikings, from the North East to London.
Silk Roads
A network of trade routes connecting China/Far East to the Middle East & Europe.
Scandinavia 
A region in Northern Europe including Denmark, Sweden and Norway.
Carbon dating
A technique used to date an object by organic material. In this case, carbon dating of bones to date human remains. Dating is influenced by meat or fish diets. 
DNA
The chemical name for molecules carrying human information. DNA can help us identify if two people are related. 

Who…?
Alcuin – a priest and scholar who wrote about the Lindisfarne raid.
King Alfred of Wessex (Alfred the Great) – The Anglo-Saxon king who fights the Vikings, giving them Danelaw.
Ivaar the Boneless – the Viking who led the conquer of Jorvik (York).
